CREDIT TRANSFER
Shorten the time it takes to complete a 
university degree by using your TAFE SA 
qualification to gain credit. 

TAFE SA has many credit transfer 
agreements with universities for TAFE 
SA graduates. These can provide some 
advanced standing in university courses if 
you wish to undertake further education. 

Gaining credit at university for the related 
study you have undertaken at TAFE SA can 
reduce the time and fees usually required to 
complete a bachelor’s degree. 

To claim credit, you must apply to the 
university in accordance with their credit 
transfer processes. If there is no formal credit 
agreement for your course, you can apply 
directly to the university for credit and  
they will assess your evidence on a  
case-by-case basis. 

Being eligible for credit does not guarantee 
that you will be offered a place in a university 
program. Credit will normally be granted after 
you have been offered a place. 

UNIVERSITY PACKAGED 
PROGRAMS
Our packaged programs with Flinders 
University, The University of Adelaide and 
The University of South Australia offer you an 
alternate way of achieving your end goal of  
a bachelor’s degree.

Successful completion of a TAFE SA diploma, 
advanced diploma or associate degree 
guarantees* you entry into a connected 
undergraduate program at one of Adelaide’s 
finest universities. It also reduces the length  
of time you are required to study at  
university and therefore the cost of your  
bachelor’s degree.

By applying for a University Packaged 
Program, students receive a joint offer from 
both TAFE SA and their South Australian 
university of choice and may apply to the  
Department of Home Affairs for a single visa 
for the duration of the whole study program.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE ENTRY
REQUIREMENTS 

The minimum IELTS (or equivalent) score for entry to
most TAFE SA courses is an academic IELTS of 5.5 with a
minimum of 5.0 in all bands. Some students who do not have
a current IELTS (or equivalent) score may be able to gain an
English language test score for entry to TAFE SA courses by
taking the TAFE SA English language test. Please visit  
tafesa.edu.au/int-enquiry to organise a test. 

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS* 

The table below states the minimum academic entry
requirements for international students at TAFE SA.

TAFE SA ENGLISH LANGUAGE CENTRE
TAFE SA’s English Language Centre (ELC) is located in the heart 
of Adelaide and offers affordable, intensive English language 
programs tailored to suit all student needs. Its programs 
can provide entry into TAFE SA courses, as well as many 
undergraduate and postgraduate courses at The University of 
Adelaide, Flinders University and the University of South Australia. 
Or they can simply be used to improve your English while you are 
travelling or working in Australia.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE REQUIREMENTS
For admission to a TAFE SA course, international applicants 
are expected to be proficient in English.  This can be achieved 
through passing an approved test, completing an English language 
course, or meeting an approved alternative requirement. 

Please visit tafesa.edu.au/int-entry-reqs for more information on 
English requirements and equivalent tests. 

SPECIAL ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Some courses, such as our bachelor degree, associate degrees 
and nursing program, have special admission requirements that 
you will need to consider. This may include:

>> successful completion of certain subjects
>> a specific pass level in certain subjects
>> an IELTS score higher than 5.5, no band below 5.0
>> presentation of a portfolio or audition
>> passing an assessment or a test set by TAFE SA.

You should always check the entry requirements for your chosen 
course before you apply.

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STUDENTS
UNDER 18 

Students younger that 18 years of age 
can study with TAFE SA.

You will need to be 17 years old when 
you start your study (at the date shown 
on your Confirmation of Enrolment (COE) 
but you can apply when you are 16 years old.

The Department of Home Affairs requires 
all students who are not living in Australia 
with their parents to have somewhere 
suitable to live and an appropriate adult 
who will be responsible for your care.

To apply for a student visa, students 
younger than 18 need to show the 
Department of Home Affairs that 
they have appropriate welfare and 
accommodation arrangements in place.

TAFE SA has approved Australia 
Homestay Network and International 
Student Alliance to provide welfare 
and accommodation services to these 
students and their families.

1 Student applies to study with TAFE SA. 

2 
Parent or guardian decides who will provide care and 
accommodation for the student, i.e. parents or a close relative, 
or TAFE SA approved care and accommodation providers. 

3 Parent or guardian completes the Welfare and Accommodation 
Arrangement Form and follows the process.

4 
Via the form, care and accommodation arrangements are 
confirmed by the nominated caregiver accepting responsibility 
for the student under the age of 18.

5 
Once all outstanding documents are submitted to TAFE SA, 
the student can accept the offer. The COE and Confirmation of 
Appropriate Accommodation and Welfare will then be issued 
(upon approval).

6 Students must not travel to Australia before the day their 
welfare arrangements begin.

HOMESTAY
Homestay is living with an Australian host family. It is 
a great way to experience Australian life and practise 
your English in a welcoming environment. As  
a homestay student, you will have a bedroom with linen 
and a place to study, and you will share a bathroom, 
kitchen and other facilities with your host family. Most 
homestay hosts provide meals, or you may need to 
provide and prepare your own food. Visit Australian

PRIVATE RENTAL
You can rent a house or apartment anywhere you like. 
On top of your weekly rent you will need to pay for 
utilities such as electricity, gas, water and telephone. 
Many students enjoy living in a shared rental home, 
as it is a good way to live independently while sharing 
these costs. If renting, you may need to sign a lease 
agreement with your landlord and pay a refundable 
bond in advance. Go to cbs.sa.gov.au/renting-and-
letting for more information about your legal rights and 
obligations as a tenant or adelaidestudenthousing.com.au 
for accommodation listings.
